Payment

e A deposit of 50% of the property rental fee (plus tax) is due with the signing of the Prop-
erty Rental Contract to secure your date. This deposit is non-refundable.

e The balance of the rental fee is due thirty days before the event date. This payment is
non-refundable.

e A refundable security deposit of 5200 is due with the final payment. (See Property Rental
Contract for details.)

Alcohol Restrictions and Requirements:

e Only Old House Vineyards wine & champagne can be served at events on Old House prop-
erty. A 20% discount is offered on all Old House wines and champagne.

e Wine must be served in glass wine glasses.

e Ifyou plan to offer your guests beer and/or liquor, you or your caterer must have an ABC
Banquet License. This license is not expensive and you can apply online. For more infor-
mation and to apply, visit www.abc.state.va.us.

e By law, wine, beer, and liquor can only be consumed at your designated event site(s).
e Beer and liquor cannot be sold on Old House Vineyards property.

e No kegs are allowed at Old House Vineyards events.

Insurance:

e Renters of Old House Vineyards event sites are required to have insurance for bodily inju-
ry and property damage for the day of the event in the amount of 51,000,000. This poli-
cy is often referred to as Commercial General Liability or Spectator Liability. Old House
Vineyards must be listed as an “additional insured” on this policy. Proof of coverage must
be presented to the Old House event coordinator two weeks in advance of event. This
requirement is not unusual for special events so many insurance companies offer these
policies—chances are, yours does too.

Scheduling Your Rehearsal:

e For couples having their ceremony at Old House, we welcome you to schedule a 1 hour
rehearsal the day before the wedding between the hours of 2pm-4pm.

Setting Up for Your Event:

e [f you need set-up time before the event, you will be able to access your site starting at
11am on the day of the event. Please let us know you are coming so we can provide in-
formation or assistance as needed.

Last Call:

e FEvents at Old House end, and guests leave, by 10:30pm. Last call will be no later than
10pm.
